» Bloque I. Text and Reading Comprehension [15 points/15 puntos]

People played “football” in England in the Middle Ages. They played it on holidays and special
festivals and the teams were two large groups of people from neighbouring villages. This “mob
football” sometimes lasted all day and the players moved a ball (an animal bladder) trying to reach a
goal. There were no rules and many people got hurt. Two kings banned it because it was very rough.

In the 19th century public schools (schools for rich families) and universities turned football into a
codified team sport. At first, each of them made its own rules. For example, they had different
offside rules and the players carried the ball or kicked it depending on the school. Football and rugby
were identical.

In 1863 representatives of some football clubs met at the Freemasons’ Tavern in London for the
inaugural meeting of The Football Association. After the final meeting they published the “Laws of
Football”. For example, they reduced the number of players to eleven and removed the use of
hands.

The official name of the game is Football AsSOCiation and “soccer” is an abbreviation. Students of
Oxford University abbreviated words adding “er” to the end (“brekker” for breakfast).

Football is the oldest and most popular sport in England. The national team is one of the best in the
world and has some players who are football stars. Important clubs such as Manchester United,
Chelsea, Liverpool or Arsenal take part in the European Champions League, the most prestigious club
competition in the world.
